The customer will call Waste Pro Customer Ser-
vice at 352-366-0352 and request an exchange
due to a damaged cart or bin. There is no charge
for an exchange of a damaged cart or recycle bin.
If the customer requests an exchange of a dirty
cart or bin for a clean cart or bin, the customer will
pay Waste Pro $40.00 prior to delivery. Waste Pro
shall deliver carts or bins within five (5) business
days after the customer requests the exchange.
